By the way, the Moody Decksaloon 62 is a fast boat due to her superb and light vacuum bagged epoxy-sandwich-construction with
corecell-foam. The Bill Dixon designed hull with a nicely shaped L-keel combined with a twin-wheel steering-system and optimized
double-headsail-rig promises fast passage making under sails and also offers all the advantages of cruising when using the powerful
160 HP-engine (118 kW).
